On June 2, 2008, the U.S. Census Bureau issued a final ruling to amend its regulations and implement provisions in the Foreign Relations Authorization Act.  Section 15 CFR Part 30 of the Federal Register details mandatory Automated Export System (AES) filing for all shipments requiring Shipper’s Export Declaration (SED).  Specifically, the Census Bureau is requiring mandatory filing of export information through the AES or through AESDirect for all shipments requiring an SED.
As a result of the update, on July 14, 2008, UPS Air Cargo will no longer accept paper SED’s from customers tendering U.S. export freight.  If you have a shipment requiring an SED, submission must be completed prior to giving the shipment to UPS Air Cargo or any of its vendors.  This can be completed by visiting the AESDirect Web site.  The site is sponsored by the U.S. Census Bureau and is free to U.S. exporters.  The user-friendly process simply requires the exporter to establish an AESDirect account.  Once your account is established, you will be able to file SED’s electronically and benefit from the tools offered by using the on-line system (e.g., report generation, history files, etc.).
